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Wells Px3 Online Ordering Account Activation 

Each prescriber who signs up for Px3 must activate their account by completing the following steps:

1. The first screen gives an overview of the steps.  Click “Next” to continue.

2. The next screen displays the Terms and Conditions.  After you have read through them, check

the box confirming you have read and agree to the conditions and click “Next”.
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3. Enter your NPI and DEA numbers and click “Next”.

4. Enter your personal information and click “I AGREE”.

Note: Your personal information is required solely for identity proofing purposes in the 

Knowledge Based Authentication.  Experian will use this information to compare to nationwide 

databases (validating your name, birth date, SSN and current home address) and formulate 

questions, many of which you should be the only who can answer.   Your personal information is 

not used for any other purpose. 
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5. The next screen will require you to answer a set of questions based on your history and credit to

confirm your identity.  You will only have 5 minutes to complete these questions.  When you

have answered them, click on “Submit”.
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6. Once your credentials are verified, you will receive an activation code.   This activation code is

sent to your phone of record (via text message if your cell number is validated or a message on

your home phone if that number was validated).  Sending the final activation code to a

Confirmed Phone number keeps your identity safe.  We want to make sure you and only you are

able to write and send prescriptions in your name.  Once you have the activation code, enter it

and click “Validate Code”.   If you did not receive an activation code, click “Re-Send Code”.

7. When the activation code is validated, your account will be activated and you will be ready to

start e-Prescribing.  Click “Finish” to complete ID Proofing.
